We had about 3100 total
attendees of which 400 were vendors and their helpers. We are assuming the low attendance was due
to St. Patrick’s Day and the nice weather. We were short some on Division help on Saturday. There
were about 50 people that attended the Railfest dinner at the Painesville Depot. Planning for Railfest
2019 has started.

Division 5 Elections: Dennis Lloyd withdrew his nomination for Superintendent. Former
Division 5 superintendent Mike Buehner has renewed his NMRA membership and is willing to run for
the position of superintendent. For assistant superintendent, we have one nominee, our current
assistant, Bryan Persing. No other nominations were made from the floor. Ballots will be mailed to all
current Division 5 members in early April.

Our May Division meeting will be a joint meeting with Division 12 on Saturday, May 12, 2018 in
Cambridge Springs, PA.

The First Painesville Train Station was built in 1850 for the Cleveland, Painesville and Ashtabula
Railroad. The first train ran from Painesville to Cleveland on November 20, 1851. The trip took

about 2 1/2 hours. The alternate form of travel was a 14 hour, once per week stagecoach ride,
horse back or walking.

The present Painesville Depot was Built in 1893 under the Lake Shoe and Michigan Southern
Railroad (LS&MS). The LS&MS railroad merged with the New York Central Railroad in 1914.
This Station served as a passenger station until 1971 when Amtrak was formed.

The Western Reserve Railroad Association, doing business as The Painesville Railroad Muse-
um, received ownership of the station in 1997.
