A Division 5 BOD meeting was held on June 10, 2019 at Hambden Town Hall. In attendance were Mike
Buehner, Bryan Persing, Bonnie Lette, Matt Kross, Bob Gittinger, Ray Newnes, Ted Wiese, Chuck Limbert,
and Mike Carovac.

Discussed how the BOD will handle “emergency requests” for Division assistance that may come up.
The requests we have received in the past are from groups for financial assistance. The Superintendent wants
there to be 100% agreement by BOD members for something like this. In “rush” situations, e-mail is usually
used to get BOD feedback and votes. A number of BOD members do not like holding these discussions via
e-mail. BOD needs to come up with a set of rules to use for these types of e-mail discussions. One proposed
rule is that we want 100% of BOD voting members to respond before any action is taken via e-mail responses.
